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Owls are nocturnal animals, which

means they sleep during the day and
come out at night. Hedgehogs and bats
are also nocturnal. Draw a picture of these
nocturnal animals and any others that
you know of.

Owls have very good eyesight, so they can\

see far away. Stand outside your house or

look through your window. What can you

see that is really far away? It might be a

building, a hill or water. Keep looking to
see if you can see beyond that.
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If there are 6 baby A
owls on a tree and 2
fly away, how
many are left?
Draw a picture of
the 6 owls and
then cross 2 out.
You could also check
your answer
using your fingers.

Owls are birds of
prey, which means
that they hunt for their
food. They move almost
silently because of the
soft feathers in their
wings. Play a game
with a friend or family
member, where one
person closes their eyes
and the other person
has to move across the
room as silently as an
owl flying. If the person
listening hears the ‘owl’,
they point to where they
think it is. If they are
correct, swap over. If
L hot, try again!
